B8 [Years 1973, Mahasivarathri Day] Dr. Hislop: ... | was beside Baba. As we passed a bush, Swami

B% Three Stages of Self-Realization
(I am the messenger, | am the Son, | and My Father are One)

Jesus dedicated his life to serving humanity and referred to himself as the 'Messenger of God'. He
initially searched for the Divine in the external world but eventually realized that God was within
Himself. For twelve years, He meditated and engaged in spiritual exercises, questioning whether He
was simply a messenger or part of God. He traveled to India, Tibet, Iran, and Russia, living as a
beggar or sanyasi. His time in the Himalayan monasteries led Him to realize that He was the Son of
God and that the light of God was within him. Jesus initially saw Himself as a messenger of God while
serving people but later realized that God could be found within oneself. He spent 12 years in spiritual
exercises and meditation to find God within. After his travels to India, Tibet, Iran, and Russia, he
began to feel a closer bond with God and announced himself as the Son of God.

He eventually realized the Oneness of all things and declared, "l and My Father are One".
